Led by the Georgia Department of Transportation, the 
I-285 at GA 400 interchange is undergoing a major 
upgrade over a 4-year coordinated construction 
period that will add roadway capacity, improve traffic 
flow, safety and access, and generate opportunity for 
new investment in the Perimeter area. Construction 
for the project is scheduled for completion in 2020.
