I-285 EB to SR 400 NB

• Opened in July 2022
• New bridge opened from I-285 EB to 

SR 400 NB

• This shift places drivers into the CD 
lanes to continue onto SR 400 NB just 
past Abernathy Road
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I-285 WB to Peachtree Dunwoody Road/
SR 400 NB & SB

• Opened in August 2022 
• Motorists driving on I-285 WB to SR 400 

NB and SB have a new exiting pattern 
(same exit as Peachtree Dunwoody 
Road)

• Motorists must make their decision to 
exit earlier just past Ashford Dunwoody 
Road  

• This new exit point will eliminate 
conflict points

Peachtree Dunwoody Road

• Phase 1 implementation will be Fall 
2022 – EB lanes will be closed first 
followed by WB lanes two weeks 
after

• This phase will take approximately 
four months

• Most work on I-285 mainline and on SR 400 is 
anticipated to be complete by the end of 2023.
